TURCO 6898 is a water-white solvent blend formulated to comply with the
Aircraft/Aerospace NESHAP. Turco 6898 is designed to replace methyl ethyl ketone and
similar solvents that are environmentally unacceptable due to their high composite vapor
pressure.

TURCO 6898 is ideal for hand-wipe cleaning of metal surfaces prior to painting, bonding, or
application of sealants, and for cleaning bearings or other parts or assemblies.

Remove any soil residue with clean cloth. Keep cloth saturated with TURCO 6898. Change
cloth frequently for optimum results. Collect used cloths in sealed containers to avoid
possibility of spontaneous combustion.
