MIX RATIO : 
To 100 parts by weight of Epibond® 1590 A resin, add 55 parts by weight of Epibond® 1590 B hardener (3:2 by 
volume).  Mix both components thoroughly for several minutes until a homogeneous mixture is obtained. 
 
 
CURE SCHEDULE : 
Gel at room temperature - plus 2 hours at 100°C (212°F) or 5 days at 40°C (105°F).
